
 Test and Trace Discretionary Support Payment 
Eligibility for the £500 discretionary support payment is restricted to people who: 

DHSC mandatory eligibility criteria 
• have been told to stay at home and self-isolate by NHS Test and Trace, either because they have tested positive for coronavirus or have recently been in close contact with someone who has tested positive; 
• are employed or self-employed; and 
• are unable to work from home and will lose income as a result. 
• who are not currently receiving Universal Credit, Working Tax Credit, income-based Employment and Support Allowance, income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance, Income Support, Housing Benefit and/or Pension Credit; and 
• who are on low incomes and will face financial hardship as a result of not being able to work while they are self-isolating. 

LBB additional eligibility criteria 
• were earning no more than £250 per week prior to being instructed to self-isolate; or 
• are in receipt of Council Tax Support; or 
[bookmark: _GoBack]• at the discretion of the Assistant Director of Finance or Director of Resources where they deem an application outside of LBB’s additional eligibility criteria would cause unnecessary financial hardship.
