From 1 St July until 29/10/19 we purchased 2847 litres of petrol for grounds
maintenance operations , this was used in both 2 stroke and 4 stroke machinery.

All machines are serviced annually and are inspected before use and cleaned and
greased weekly they are also repaired as and when required.

We maintain 2 schools

We have over 60 staff who are trained to operate our machinery, we carry out annual
staff health assessments to monitor HAVS , We have operators manuals for
machinery which includes Havs information and we periodically use Havi meters
which are attached to machinery this supplies operators hand arm vibration
exposure levels in points and hours of use .
